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General description:
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The overall Match number has been added to these analyses (August 28th 2010), but otherwise they are the same as they have been since release. Following a query from a subscriber regarding the zero contribution of England’s 4,5 and 6 (Pietersen, Collingwood and Morgan) in the Lord’s Test against Pakistan, we have written these notes in order to make these powerful analyses more accessible.

User options:
Apart from specifying any of the batting order positions, users may specify the limiting figure to display data (automatically a minimum or maximum depending on the record chosen – a maximum of 100 is shown in the example), and by selecting the label [image: image6.png]for the 7 records below, check/clear batting order

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 the option of including (or omitting) cases where players did not bat  is given.  This is especially relevant for the highest contribution analysis.
Interpreting the Display:   [sample for Test Cricket, analysis 1357, the lowest contribution to the overall Match score from players at numbers 3,4,5 … did not bat not shown, maximum 100 ]
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group  gives the contribution of the selected group (here players 3,4,5), tmR the combined Match score, and Num is the overall Match number (eg Test #28)
The new column added 18th December is LoCtg , showing which batting order position contributed the least runs (#3 for Match 28, #10 for 661..)
