CSW2’s graph function provides users with the ability to quickly compare data and statistics through bar graphs for all analyses.

It was written with the aim of making comparisons between players using the group filter but it has been decided to make it available for all analyses.
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Access is via the bottom left of the records (analyses) display page
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As an example, set the group filter to the 20 “Legends of International Cricket” – players chosen by a panel including Richie Benaud and Mike Coward.

Choose a record like Individual batting / Batting in overall career / Most runs in all Matches

At the time of writing these notes (Tendulkar is still playing), CSW’s generated list, in part, shows

The result of using the graph function is shown on the next page:
The new screen dimensions of 1280 x 732 pixels mean that the screen dump is too wide for this page, so only a section is shown
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If the order of this display is changed to highest batting average, for example, beginning
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the graph will still show the first numeric item (most runs), but in the order chosen (‘highest batting averages’)
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To see the graphs of highest batting averages, simply select the record which shows that as the first numeric field
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The initial order of the display is the ‘Ave’, but the graph is also useful for comparing the players if they are sorted in alphabetical order:

The graph function can be used for all analyses, but note that it is up to the user to decide if the graph to be shown is appropriate.

(For partnership records only the name of the first player is shown)

Team records are generally acceptable.  The section below shows lowest completed Team scores in order of score 
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The graph automatically determines an appropriate scale. The same record, completed Team scores, in chronological order has a 551, so the scale changes ..
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Note that the graphs show the first 20 records (currently)
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There are many analyses for which a graph may not be appropriate…

Take, for example, from the Venue records menu … 

Players’ records at each venue / leading statistics by Venue

(Most runs scored )


The complex display shows that at Adelaide, Ponting has scored most  runs
(1442) – followed by Border (1415, obscured), then at Ahmedabad Dravid with

 771 is the leading run scorer … etc…

What does the graph function show?
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All we can deduce from such a graph, is that someone from Australia (yellow) has scored 1442 runs at Adelaide, for example, but the graph does not tell us who..

Another related analysis, Players’ records at each venue / leading statistics by Quantity, gives (in part)
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   (showing Ponting’s 1442 at Adelaide)

The graph shows different information, and may be meaningless – but it is provided!
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An addition made on 17th July allows users to display different data from the default field displayed. Using the above record as an example, in the advanced 
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.

But if you now select the second option, the display will change, and instead of showing the default field, runs scored, it will show the players’ averages ..
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Note that an information line  at the top of the screen tells you what is being shown.

Another example will make this perfectly confusing ….

Take the record “Most wickets in overall career” in the Individual bowling menu. Qualify the list on “minimum wickets 330” – which displays the top 20 players.

Sort the display on alphabetical order.

It looks like this at the start:
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Now graph the data
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Now if you specify SR (Strike rate) and select that option, the display changes (shown on the next page).  
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The graph shows the bowling averages of the leading wicket-takers, arranged in alphabetical order!

One last point:
I wrote the graphing routines with opaque labels, but coloured using the same background as the screen. I have noticed at least one user whose screen showed different shades of grey.
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I have redone the routines making all labels transparent, but the check boxes may still appear lighter than the background.

In this section, note that the display shows runs scored (as indicated by the Y axis caption), but that the order is batting average, indicated by a label top right.

To demonstrate the user controlled features, in this part of the graph shown note that:





-  the horizontal lines are off





	-  actual values are not displayed





-  bar colours show approximate ‘Team colours’





	-  player names are displayed as ‘FMM Worrell’ 











Some of the features of the graph function can be seen in this section





1. user options currently available through check boxes    


    are:


-  switching the horizontal lines on or off





	-  choosing to display the actual values 





-  changing the bar colour to approximate  ‘Team  


    colours’





	- displaying player names as FMM Worrell or
