    




User options for incrementing CSW analyses and tables

These notes provide information on a number of features of CSW which are designed to allow the user to increment filters or Match numbers.

Using analysis #1845 ‘most runs by players in overall careers’, the unfiltered data begins:
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Now set some Filters.  Note that four of the labels are bolded. They are “For team”, and “Against..”  in the Teams filters,
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“Played in..” in the Location filters, and “Matches IN..”  in the Seasons filters.
These options are bolded because they are the four categories which are part of the incrementing options of CSW.
For the purpose of this example, set the Filters to “for India” , “Against Australia”, and “batting order 1” (for openers)

Now the filtered list looks like this:
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A quick check (by returning to the Match Scorecards) options suggests that under these Filter constraints, the first Test Match is #290 
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At the bottom of the display page, you will see below the SORT buttons, the first of the incrementing options, record after Match # ..[1]
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There is a difference beween Test Match #1, and the ‘1st Test Match’ meeting any Filter constraints. If you click on  “record after Match # [1]” set to increment by [5] Matches,  no records will be found.
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The “record after Match # [1]” will be automatically incremented by 5, 

to [ 6 ], as shown right
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but the message “No records were found” appears.

This is because CSW has looked at Test #1, and found no records.

In fact, the first Test is #290

But if you now select the check box “as nth filtered Match” (leaving the “record after Match # [6]” still showing 6   
CSW will find the runs scored by players for India, v Australia, as opening batsmen, up to and including the 

6th Match under these constraints, Tests #290 to 431.
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Kishenchand, Irani (and another 19 Indian batsmen) are shown as “dnb”, and can be qualified out easily (they played for India v Australia but not as openers)

Now, turning to a different kind of incrementing:
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If the word bigger on the bottom line is clicked 
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the page should expand, and show the line   (part of your Filter constraints – and two of the bolded options)

In alphabetical order the Test playing countries are Australia, Bangladesh, England, India, New Zealand … 
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If you click on the next of against ..                                                      the filter will instantly change from “for India v Australia” to “for India v Bangladesh”, and the display will look like this  (showing most runs scored by Indian openers against Bangladesh)

The actual Team filter will also have been incremented to the next  Team (alphabetically) Team.  
Another click on against .. next   will show most runs for openers for India against England 
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and so on.

Click on the word smaller on the bottom line to hide the filter increment options.
(some subscribers have asked that the Window for CSW not be made larger, which is the reason for the optional resizing)

Clear all existing filters, and select “Played in..” ENGLAND   (the bolded option in the Location filters) and For Team INDIA …

The initial display has this:
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Now make the display page larger (click on bigger on the bottom line) you will see

both filters represented as pre   … next ..

The last of the increment filter options takes you from one Season (1903 includes 1903-04) to another.


Make the screen smaller, clear all existing filters, and now specify Matches IN 1960 

Note that 1900 means a ‘Series year’, and includes Matches played in the 1960-61   
Season. 

The initial display should start like this:
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(note that 1960 has included Matches ending in February 1961 – the 1960-61 Season)


Without resizing, CSW  has provided the fourth increment filter option on the same page.

The four bolded options appear when the relevant filter is in use. The Match increment option appears at all times, including the nth filtered Match check box.
A click on next takes you to the 1961 (and 1961-62) Season’s Matches
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
